PROGRAM OVERVIEW

Our City Forest is a non-profit urban forestry and environmental action organization in San Jose, CA. The Our City Forest AmeriCorps program will recruit and train 10 Part-Time AmeriCorps members in two focus areas: 1. Urban Forestry and 2. Environmental Education and Outreach. The focus of this program is to organize neighborhood and school tree care and tree planting projects, provide community environmental education, and recruit and train community volunteers. 

POSITION DESCRIPTION # 1: Specialized positions for Urban Forestry:

· Trees For All Program Specialist (responsible for coordinating and supervising tree distribution events, holding community planting demonstrations, planting trees to OCF specifications, inspecting planting sites, obtaining permits and entering data)
· Young Tree Watering and Maintenance Team Specialist (responsible for watering and maintaining young street trees in a healthy growing condition and maintaining trucks, small engine and work-related equipment in good working order)
· Native Tree Nursery Specialist (work as a team to construct, develop, and maintain our native plant nursery, supervise volunteers, monitor tree cultivation, maintain irrigation systems, and load and unload tree deliveries)

· Stewardship Report and Routing Specialist (responsible for sending monthly tree stewardship reports to over 500 residents, performing and supervising data entry, and determining daily driving routes for work crews using Filemaker Pro and Google Earth)

POSITION DESCRIPTION #2: Specialized positions for Environmental Education & Outreach:

· Photo & Archiving Specialist (responsible for taking photos at events, organizing and maintaining our photo library and working on photo-related projects)

· Web Design Specialist (responsible for regularly updating our website, adding a video component)

· Video Specialist (responsible for videotaping OCF events and editing footage)

· Outreach and Advocacy Specialist (staff information booth at events)

Information Specialist (responsible for updating and creating new OCF literature and flyers, updating records in database, mailing and printing projects, and answering phone inquiries)
